ÅFocused analysis used to identify lots very close to centers, parks, schools 
and other community amenities; identify infrastructure and 
environmental constraints; and create consistent zoning extensions and 
patterns of development.

ÅEstablish a limit on house size by zone that is proportional to lot size

ÅExclude attics with low ceilings and basements from house limits

accessory structures

ÅContinues disallowing at-grade garages on attached and detached
houses less than 22 feet wide, but allows tuck-under garages on all 
attached houses. 
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
